His team is truly Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde, projecting his outcomes has driven me 

nuts (and tanked my picking percentage) as the games he should win, he loses, and 

vice versa. I did not think he would make a deep run last season, and he proved me 

wrong (fucker), so I throw my hands up and say fuck it as his weekly average is 

120.5, and I am not sure how that will translate to playoff wins.
